WHEREAS, After working for BancOne, Beverly Lyle became a

certified Performance Based Management Instructor; she left the

bank to own and operate her business, which she did for seven

years; and


WHEREAS, Throughout the years, Beverly Lyle has worked as an

independent consultant, designing personnel management systems for

WHEREAS, A woman accustomed to finding solutions to everyday

challenges, she has been an active civic leader; she has served on

many boards at both local and national levels; now, therefore, be it
