WHEREAS, This honor demonstrates the talent, dedication, and

hard work of the students and members of the faculty at Savoy High

School; and


WHEREAS, The award also reflects the superior leadership of

this school's principal, Herb Youngblood, and the united efforts of

the administrators, teachers, and students to meet the challenges
