1995, and in 1996, he was named Director of Information Operations,

Headquarters Air Intelligence Agency, at Kelly Air Force Base; and


WHEREAS, The Air Intelligence Agency Directorate of

Informations Operations is the focal point of all agency

activities; the HQ AIA/DO provides the operational interface to

the warfighter and the intelligence customer, and integrates

all‑source intel activities into products and services for

United States Air Force operations, air component commmands, and

other Department of Defense requirements; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of his distinguished military

service, Colonel Enger has received numerous decorations,

including the Legion of Merit, the Defense Meritorious Medal with

one oak leaf cluster, the Meritorious Service Medal with three oak

leaf clusters, the Joint Service Commendation Medal, and the

Air Force Commendation Medal; and

who is respected for the valor he has demonstrated throughout his

career and for his superior leadership skills, and his many
