WHEREAS, Chosen to be the maintenance superintendent for

the 2006th Communications Squadron in Incirlik, Turkey, he served

until reassignment at Kelly Air Force Base; he assumed his present

duties in November, 1990, and was promoted to Chief Master Sergeant

in September, 1991; and


WHEREAS, Warren Hinton's decorations and awards include the

Meritorious Service Medal with four oak leaf clusters, the Air Force

Good Conduct Medal with six devices, and the Southwest Asia Service

Medal with one device; and


WHEREAS, A devoted husband, he has been strengthened and

supported throughout his career by the love of his wife, the

former Linda L. Bonge; they have two sons, Kelley and Bradly;
