WHEREAS, Since 1991, Ken's advancement division has become

highly proficient at providing fundraising and marketing support

to Texas A&M University‑Corpus Christi; and


WHEREAS, Credited with helping the school receive

national recognition as the top regional university in Texas,

H. Ken DeDominicis is especially proud of the awareness the

school has achieved since it became a four‑year institution in

1994; and


WHEREAS, In U.S. News and World Report in 1998 and 1999,

Texas A&M University‑Corpus Christi was named the top regional

public university; private fundraising under his leadership has

grown into the millions of dollars for the institution; and


WHEREAS, The departing administrator complimented the

abilities of his coworkers, and gave them much credit, saying

that the university's growth would not have been possible without

WHEREAS,  Mr. DeDominicis is leaving his present job to accept

a position with the University of Saint Thomas, a private liberal
