a professor at Harvard University and one became a National

WHEREAS, During his tenure, Coach Hughes has consistently

demonstrated his dedication to his students and to his profession,

and his humility, his commitment to excellence, and his high moral

principles have been inspirational to all who participate in

competitive sports; now, therefore, be it
