SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 721

WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to honor

the federal Fair Housing Law, Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of

1968, by observing, with the citizens of the Golden Triangle, the

month of April as Fair Housing Month; and


WHEREAS, This law set forth a national policy of fair

housing without regard to race, color, religion, national origin,

sex, familial status, and disability; the federal Fair Housing Law

aims to provide fair housing opportunities for all citizens; and


WHEREAS, As discrimination was rampant in the home

real‑estate business prior to the passage of this law, enforcing

fair housing regulations is vital to removing the vestiges of that

unjust system; today, the federal Fair Housing Law is helping to

ensure that the sale, rental, financing, advertisement, and all

other transactions of the home real‑estate business are performed

without discrimination; and


WHEREAS, Since the passage of the federal Fair Housing Law,

great strides have been made to stamp out housing discrimination,

to open housing markets, and to provide all Americans an equal

opportunity to live where they choose; and


WHEREAS, Commitment to fair housing in the Golden Triangle

has led to the revitalization of impoverished neighborhoods, the

creation of desegregated, affordable housing opportunities, and

the formation of community development partnerships with public,

private, and nonprofit sectors in the Golden Triangle; and


WHEREAS, Community leaders, state and local officials,

federal agencies, and industry representatives in the

Golden Triangle have joined together to commemorate the federal

Fair Housing Law by observing April as Fair Housing Month; the

South Texas Community Corporation, Incorporated, has planned

the following activities to mark the occasion:  sponsoring housing

fairs, organizing a parade of affordable homes, marketing campaigns

to educate Southeast Texans on fair housing laws and initiatives,

and hosting an appreciation banquet to celebrate the organizers

of the month's festivities; and


WHEREAS, The federal Fair Housing Law has helped eradicate

the injustice of a once discriminatory system; by helping countless

families find homes without discrimination, this law has been a

blessing to the people of the Golden Triangle; now, therefore,

be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby extend best wishes to the citizens of the

Golden Triangle for their observance of Fair Housing Month; and, be
