High School magnet program for gifted mathematics and science high

school students, a position he held until 1990; and


WHEREAS, In addition to his professional responsibilities,

Mr. Murguia took great interest in civic organizations devoted to

the betterment of San Antonio:  he served on the Mayor's Task Force

on Education, the San Antonio Industrial Development Authority, the

Press Community Service Center, the United Way, the King William

Association, and the Saint Cecilia's Parish Council; and


WHEREAS, His wise counsel and sound judgment will be

deeply missed by all who had the pleasure of knowing him and

sharing his life; now, therefore, be it
