credit cards used in department stores; in 1980, the company moved

to 4012 Bronze Way, and during that decade, business expanded

remarkably; in 1992, the company grew to include the adjacent

building and brought the total size to 60,000 square feet; and


WHEREAS, Now producing many different kinds of fabric,

leather, and vinyl business accessories, sporting goods, and plastic

cards, the company was fortunate to have Irene Kogutt involve the

business in a Total Quality Management program in 1993, and in 1996,

the company qualified for the Texas Quality Award; and


WHEREAS, The recipient of seven supplier recognition awards

for customer service, Dart Manufacturing Company also earned seven

achievement awards for product excellence from the Promotional

Products Industry; and


WHEREAS, Because of the team‑based atmosphere and the

caring of these two exceptional people, the business now has 245

employees, and annual gross product sales are over $13 million;

more than 40 of the employees have been a part of the company

family for 10 or more years; now, therefore, be it
