28 for members of the Texas Legislature to examine and discuss

public policy issues and concerns surrounding this revolutionary

technology; and


WHEREAS, A panel of experts from throughout the nation will

come to Austin to share the latest advancements on this dynamic new

frontier, including contemporary developments in other states; and


WHEREAS, Texas faces numerous issues related to the Internet,

such as security encryption, electronic authorization, taxation,

privacy, and viruses; and


WHEREAS, All members of the legislature, as well as interested

parties from the private sector, are urged to take advantage of this

unique opportunity and be in attendance for these workshops on the

afternoon of April 27 and the morning of April 28; now, therefore,
