tripartite board that is representative of the entire community,

including locally elected officials, business entities, and

citizens of limited income; and


WHEREAS, Community action agencies collaborate with

faith‑based organizations, national organizations, such as the

American Red Cross, as well as the business sector to improve the

lives of citizens and to help ensure that all citizens are able to

live in dignity; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby commend the community action agencies of

Texas on their humanitarian endeavors and accomplishments and join

them in celebrating May of 1999 as Texas Community Action Month;
