WHEREAS, Mr. Snead studied at the Chouinard Art Institute

in Los Angeles and the University of Mainz in Germany and under

the guidance of Wolfgang Braum of West Germany and the late

O. A. Williams of North Carolina; his techniques enhance the

compelling spirit of his characterizations; and


WHEREAS, Showcasing "A Hundred Years Ago:  The Buffalo

Soldiers Revisited" outside the office of First Lady Laura Bush

is a tribute to Mr. Snead and his work; he is the 17th artist to

be asked to participate in Mrs. Bush's display of contemporary
