WHEREAS, Affectionately named the "Broadway Gondolier," this

accomplished singer and guitar player was fond of singing and

performing for family and friends; he wrote numerous compositions

including a tribute to his wife of 47 years, Lucille, entitled

"Si Yo Pudiera"; and


WHEREAS, John J. Santos, Jr., was a devoted husband, father,

and brother; he was a man who constantly challenged his sons to be

all that they could be and more:  John Phillip Santos was the first

Hispanic Rhodes Scholar and is now a writer and television producer

for the Ford Foundation; George Santos is a psychiatrist and medical

director in Houston; Charles Santos is a producer for Broadway Cares

in New York City; and


WHEREAS, Known for his compassion and gentleness, Mr. Santos

leaves his family and friends memories that will be forever
