Death Review Team, and, in 1989 he started the annual Crimes

against Children seminar held in Dallas; and


WHEREAS, A 20‑year veteran of the Dallas Police Department,

Lieutenant Walsh is described as a visionary who gets things done;

recently, he helped obtain federal financing for a task force aimed

at combating computer crimes against children; and


WHEREAS, Committed to community service, Lieutenant Walsh

has served on the boards of the American Professional Society

on the Abuse of Children and the National Network of Children's

Advocacy Centers; a member of the National Research Council's

Committee on the Assessment of Family Violence Interventions, he

is also on the Texas Attorney General's Task Force on Child Abuse;

WHEREAS, Bill Walsh was selected the 1990 Dallas Police

Officer of the Year, the 1998 Dallas Police Supervisor of the

Year, and the Special Achievement Award for Public Service from
