WHEREAS, An exceptionally talented individual who pursues

many interests, Mrs. Miller is a dedicated and effective worker

whose concern for others is legendary, and the American Jewish

Congress has awarded her its lifetime achievement award,

proclaiming her volunteer extraordinaire; now, therefore, be it
