roots and eventually followed in his father's footsteps by serving

as county attorney for Goliad County for 20 years; and


WHEREAS, Taking great pride in the area that he loved,

Mr. Davis was widely respected for his leadership in the community;

he served as president of the Rotary Club and as an elder of Goliad

Presbyterian Church; and


WHEREAS, A man of integrity, strength, and wisdom,

Wayne B. Davis lived his life to the fullest and leaves many

enduring memories that will be treasured forever by his family

and friends; now, therefore, be it
