Harryette currently serves as a member of the Financial Institutions

and Urban Affairs Committees; and


WHEREAS, Harryette and her husband, Dr. John Ehrhardt,

have lived in East Dallas for more than 25 years and are

active in the Episcopal Church; they have five children and

seven grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, A dedicated public servant, Harryette works

diligently for her fellow Texans; her work, which is congruent

with the goals of the American Jewish Congress, has helped
