WHEREAS, The association members have maintained communication

and a close relationship over the years and hold triannual school

reunions; previously, the reunions were held in Crockett, but this

year the reunion will take place in Houston, where most of the

members live; and


WHEREAS, The reunion is being hosted by the association's

Houston Chapter July 9 through 11, 1999, and will consist of a

WHEREAS, This reunion is an opportunity for the association

members to reminisce about the many high school adventures they

shared and the reunion activities of years past; and


WHEREAS, In gathering together at these triannual reunions,

the association members are expressing their longtime commitment

to their school and to tradition, unity, and loyal friendship; and


WHEREAS, The association intends to establish a scholarship

fund for high school graduates who meet the required academic

standards; now, therefore, be it
