her prognosis for 22 years; and


WHEREAS, Misty's ability to cope with her disease was

extraordinary; despite extended stays at countless hospitals and

a steady diet of pills and dialysis, Misty loved life, cherished

her family, and delighted in her friends; and


WHEREAS, Indicative of Misty's unflinching spirit was her

determination to graduate from high school; by age 18, she was

especially weak and in need of numerous transplants; nevertheless,

by means of a home‑schooling program, she completed her degree

requirements and achieved her goal; and


WHEREAS, This young woman, who was loved by many, truly

lived life well; for 22 years the bleakest prognosis was no match

for Misty's fortitude; her perseverance is an example to us all;

now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby express sincere regret at the loss

of a courageous Texas citizen, Misty Burks, and extend sincere

condolences to the members of her family:  her parents,
