WHEREAS, A powerful force on campuses, the Young Conservatives

of Texas brings in speakers on a wide range of topics from foreign

policy to taxes to affirmative action; and


WHEREAS, Always active in political campaigns in election

years, the Young Conservatives of Texas makes sure its viewpoint

WHEREAS, At a time when the media has convinced the public

that the young people of today are apathetic about the world and

its problems, the members of the Young Conservatives of Texas are

working hard for the principles in which they believe; and


WHEREAS, This notable association of students will celebrate

its 20th anniversary on March 2, 2000; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby congratulate the members of the Young

Conservatives of Texas when they observe their 20th anniversary;
