outside business groups which included the National Federation of

Independent Business, National Small Business United, and the

United States Chambers of Commerce; and


WHEREAS, The companies to be judged were then evaluated by

the Regional Advocates of the Office of Advocacy for the Small

Business Administration; and


WHEREAS, Dan Diener and Jan Triplett have been co‑owners

of Entrepreneurs' Association since July of 1992; initially the two

developed the Street MBA program nine years ago at Austin Community

College, and more than 400 people have gone through this course;

and


WHEREAS, In 1995 Jan Triplett and Dan Diener were delegates

to the White House Conference on Small Business, and in 1996 they

were flown to Japan by the Nikkei Corporation to talk about venture

capital and entrepreneurship; and


WHEREAS, The co‑owners of Entrepreneurs' Association

attribute their success to their continuous efforts on behalf

of their members and the members' willingness to share expertise

and ideas with others, to encourage each other, and to keep up to

date; now, therefore, be it
