WHEREAS, Implementation of this structured mentoring

program for language arts skills has proven very successful;

the program has been expanded to include both English and

Spanish, and MacArthur Elementary is the only school in the

district to do so; and


WHEREAS, Under the guidance of 27‑year teaching veteran

Rose Moreno and the assistance of Judy Flynn and Ercilia Garcia,

the program creates a cycle for student success, accelerates

learning, builds self‑esteem, and contains costs through the

use of mentoring; and


WHEREAS, The ultimate goal is to pair each child with a

mentor who can inspire the student to achieve the highest

potential; and


WHEREAS, In soliciting the aid of 143 mentors, the school

had approximately 990 hours contributed to the program, which

represents a value of $12,712 for the 1997‑1998 school year;

WHEREAS, Making a concerted effort to improve the lives of

these young students is an admirable endeavor; making a concerted

effort that attains a level of excellence worthy of national

recognition is momentous; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby commend MacArthur Elementary School

and its mentoring program for achieving national recognition;
