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BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE

In legislative sessions prior to the 77th, the terms “lunatics,” “idiots,” and “non compos mentis,” as well as some references to “minors,” were removed from the statutes and replaced by the term “incapacitated.” In three sections of the Local Government and Probate codes these terms were not changed in those previous sessions.  House Bill 483 updates statutory references in the three sections.  

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the opinion of the Office of House Bill Analysis that this bill does not expressly delegate any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, department, agency, or institution.

ANALYSIS
House Bill 483 amends the Local Government and Probate codes to remove the terms “lunatics,” “idiots,” “non compos mentis,” and “minors” and replace them with the term “incapacitated,” as applicable.
