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BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE 

Current law does not regulate the amount of particulate matter released

from stockpiles of aggregate materials from quarries or pits.  Currently

there are public concerns that air pollutants from stockpiles and mobile

rock crushers could affect the health of nearby residents and the operation

of nearby businesses. This lack of regulation of stockpiles of aggregate

materials could endanger the health and safety of the public.  House Bill

3116 requires the Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission to adopt

guidelines and procedures to regulate stockpiles of aggregate materials. 

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

It is the opinion of the Office of House Bill Analysis that rulemaking

authority is expressly delegated to the Texas Natural Resource Conservation

Commission in SECTION 1 (Section 382.042, Health and Safety Code) of this

bill. 

ANALYSIS

House Bill 3116 amends the Health and Safety Code to require the Texas

Natural Resource Conservation Commission to adopt guidelines and procedures

consistent with those adopted by the United States Environmental Protection

Agency to require persons who stockpile aggregates to saturate the

aggregates with water to reduce the amount of particulate matter released

from the stockpiled aggregates. 

EFFECTIVE DATE

On passage, or if the Act does not receive the necessary vote, the Act

takes effect September 1, 2001.
