A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to authorizing county residents to file legal action to ensure that a veterans county service office is maintained as separate and distinct from other county offices.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

SECTION 1. Section 434.032, Government Code, is amended by adding Subsection (c) to read as follows:

(c)  A resident of a county may bring a writ of mandamus or use any other legal or equitable remedy to require the commissioners court to perform the commissioners court's duties under Subsection (a)(1).
SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect immediately if it receives a vote of two‑thirds of all the members elected to each house, as provided by Section 39, Article III, Texas Constitution.  If this Act does not receive the vote necessary for immediate effect, this Act takes effect September 1, 2001.
