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H.B. No. 1211

A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to the establishment of a school of pharmacy at the University of North Texas.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

SECTION 1. Chapter 105, Education Code, is amended by adding Subchapter J to read as follows:

SUBCHAPTER J.  UNIVERSITY OF NORTH TEXAS SCHOOL OF PHARMACY
Sec. 105.301.  ESTABLISHMENT.  The board of regents of the University of North Texas shall establish and maintain a school of pharmacy as a professional school of the University of North Texas.
Sec. 105.302.  COURSES AND DEGREES.  The board may prescribe courses leading to customary degrees offered at other leading American schools of pharmacy and may award those degrees.
Sec. 105.303.  LOCATION. The school of pharmacy shall be located in the city of Dallas.  If the University of North Texas maintains a campus in the city of Dallas, the school of pharmacy shall be located at that campus.
SECTION 2. The board of regents of the University of North Texas shall, contingent on the legislative appropriation of money specifically for that purpose, establish a school of pharmacy as provided by Subchapter J, Chapter 105, Education Code, as added by this Act, not later than September 1, 2003.  If the legislature does not appropriate money specifically for that purpose, the board of regents of the University of North Texas at any time may, but is not required to, establish and maintain the school of pharmacy using other appropriations available for that purpose.

SECTION 3. This Act takes effect September 1, 2001.
