WHEREAS, Throughout his time in Fort Worth, Mr. Tomlinson established himself as a leader and a role model, not only for his athletic exploits but also for his invaluable community service and his indomitable character, and it is indeed fitting to pay tribute to this truly gifted and talented young man at this time; now, therefore, be it
