WHEREAS, Mr. Driegert has previously served with distinction as chairman of the U.S. Olympic Committee in Dallas and on the Texas State Board of Public Accountancy, the Parkland Hospital board, and the Dallas Child Welfare Board; and

WHEREAS, His wife, Julie, and two sons, Jon and Bill, are a tremendous source of pride for this devoted family man; and 

WHEREAS, With his exceptional leadership and dedication at the state, county, and city levels, he has proven himself to be a person who is making a lasting difference in the Lone Star State; through his political accomplishments and tireless efforts for his community, Mr. Driegert has earned a special place in the hearts of countless people, and it is truly a privilege to pay tribute to him; now, therefore, be it
