WHEREAS, Throughout the course of his distinguished tenure with the Prairiland ISD, Dr. Stout focused on providing students with a quality education, and it is indeed appropriate that he receive special legislative recognition for his myriad efforts in behalf of the schoolchildren of Texas; now, therefore, be it
