WHEREAS, A resident of Colorado County for more than 60 years, this civic‑minded woman gave generously of her time and talents to benefit a host of community organizations such as the historic Stafford Opera House, the docent society, the Colorado County Historical Commission, and the Magnolia Homes Tour;  Mrs. Tait also provided exemplary leadership as president of the Garden Club, the Music Club, the Mary Queen of Snows Court of the Catholic Daughters of America, the Archdiocese Council of Catholic Women, and several parent‑teacher clubs of Columbus Independent School District, St. Anthony Catholic School, and Bishop Forest High School; and

WHEREAS, Known throughout the community as an outstanding citizen and neighbor, she earned numerous honors in recognition of her hard work and dedication, including being named St. Anthony's Woman of the Year in 1954, Outstanding Woman of the Year for the Archdiocese of San Antonio, Outstanding Older Texan for Colorado County, and Woman of the Year for the Alpha Alta Upsilon and Xi Chi Kappa chapters of the Beta Sigma Phi sorority; and

WHEREAS, Alice Tait was a woman of integrity and true compassion, and although she is greatly missed by all who knew her, her spirit lives on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives she touched; now, therefore, be it
