WHEREAS, She and her husband were also dedicated to environmental conservation; to that end, they created the Wintermann Water Fowl Management Area for Conservation, for which they received The Perry R. Bass Award, the highest award conveyed by the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department; Mrs. Wintermann was awarded numerous other accolades including the prestigious Paul Harris Fellows Award from Rotary International; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Wintermann will undoubtedly be long remembered for her extensive work toward and numerous contributions to the betterment of her community, the environment, and the State of Texas; now, therefore, be it
