WHEREAS, Her retirement notwithstanding, Ms. Curtis looks forward to spending still more time working with her favorite people, children and senior citizens, as well as traveling; and

WHEREAS, Now, as she brings to a close a devoted and fruitful career, it is truly a privilege to pay tribute to her for a distinguished record of leadership and dedication; now, therefore, be it
