WHEREAS, He also has donated his time and expertise to numerous noteworthy organizations, including serving as chairman of the Angelina County Appraisal District and as president of the Angelina County Chamber of Commerce and the Deep East Texas Council of Governments; moreover, he has been presented a number of well‑deserved accolades, including the East Texan of the Year Award from the East Texas Chamber of Commerce and the Angelina Award, Lufkin's highest honor for community service; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Garrison has worked diligently throughout his life to the great benefit of East Texas, making a substantial impact on the region's civic, political, social, and community affairs; he is most certainly a distinguished and proud Texan of immense character and conviction, and it is truly a privilege to honor him at this time; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby recognize May 7, 2001, as Pitser H. Garrison Day at the State Capitol and commend the Honorable Pitser H. Garrison for his myriad achievements; and, be it further
