WHEREAS, A native of San Angelo, he earned his bachelor's degree from the University of Houston and continued his higher education at Texas Southern University, where he attained his law degree; and

WHEREAS, The dedicated individuals who devote their time and talents to the impartial application of the law perform a vital service, and Albert G. Valadez's many achievements in this regard are truly worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby commend Albert G. Valadez for his notable public service as district attorney for the 83rd Judicial District and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
