WHEREAS, When the organization was sold to Nation's Bank, Mr. Euseppi joined Salomon Smith Barney for a short time and then went on to found Capital Savings, which he ably directed as its president and chief executive officer; and


WHEREAS, He actively participated in various organizations, including the Rotary Club, and he served as past president of El Paso Insights Science Museum Board; moreover, he devoted much time as a past fund‑raising chair for the El Paso Boy Scouts and as a member of the El Paso Symphony Orchestra Foundation board of directors; and


WHEREAS,  Mr. Euseppi contributed greatly to the El Paso community and the area's businesses, and his memory will undoubtedly live on in the hearts of many; now, therefore, be it
