WHEREAS, Endeavoring to inspire a passion for learning and equip young Texans with the knowledge and abilities necessary for success is a truly commendable undertaking; during his five decades of service to the Big Sandy ISD, Thomas Young Foster has earned a special place in the hearts of many of his students and the admiration and respect of his colleagues and friends, and it is a privilege to join in honoring him at this time; now, therefore, be it
