L. Dupree Award for Creative Leadership, Dr. Lusk has also been honored as Texas Superintendent of the Year by the Texas chapter of the American String Teachers Association, and Texas Educator of the Month by Texas School Business Magazine; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Lusk's vision and guidance have been crucial to the development of Conroe ISD as a highly respected educational system, and it is a privilege to honor this noteworthy member of the visiting Montgomery County delegation; now, therefore, be it
