WHEREAS, Married on April 2, 1942, at Fort Monmouth, New Jersey, Mrs. Welsch and her husband, former university professor Glenn A. Welsch, moved in 1949 to Austin, where they raised three children, Glenn Andrew Welsch, Linden Richards Welsch, and Mary Ann Welsch Williamson; and


WHEREAS, The anchor of her family, Mrs. Welsch follows the example of her mother in placing her family first while also maintaining interests that enrich her mind; she is an avid reader and particularly enjoys genealogical research; she is also a founding member of the Austin Colony chapter of the Daughters of the American Revolution and participates in the activities of the Austin Women's Club, the University Ladies Club, and the Faculty Wives Club; and


WHEREAS, Irma Richards Welsch is a role model for her children and all who know her, and it is most appropriate that she be honored at this time; now, therefore, be it
