WHEREAS, Born on June 10, 1921, in Beaumont, this native Texan graduated from Lamar University and served as a second lieutenant in the Army Air Corps during World War II; on July 3, 1943, he married the former Marilyn Ramsey and seven years later they moved to Woodville; and


WHEREAS, A successful businessman in the real estate appraisal and insurance industry for more than 45 years, Mr. Clemmons was instrumental in the development of the Chesswood and Dearwood residential areas; he shared his insight and expertise with his colleagues as president of the Deep East Texas Board of Realtors and Tyler County Board of Realtors, and was deservedly honored for his professional achievements when he was named Realtor of the Year; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Clemmons was a congregant at Woodville United Methodist Church and a dedicated civic leader who played a major role in numerous community projects, cofounding the Allan Shivers Library and Museum, Tyler County Airport, and the Dogwood Country Club; he served as president of the Woodville Rotary Club and as a valued member of the Tyler County Hospital Board and the Woodville School Board, and worked diligently in behalf of the Democratic Party at the local, state, and national levels in his role as Tyler County Democratic Party Chairman for nearly 50 years; and


WHEREAS, His community involvement did not go unnoticed, as he was given the Paul Harris Fellow award by the Rotary Club, was named Man of the Year by the Woodville Chamber of Commerce, and was honored with the James E. Wheat Award by the Tyler County Dogwood Festival; and
