WHEREAS, Mr. Spacek was past director of the West Texas Chamber of Commerce and a longtime member and past president of the Quitman chapter of Rotary International; he was also a valued member of First United Methodist Church; and


WHEREAS, With his wife, the late Virginia Spilman Spacek, Mr. Spacek was the parent of five children, three of whom predeceased him; keeping the love and friendship of this good man forever in their hearts, the family and friends of Mr. Spacek will remember him always with affection and admiration; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his long and productive life Mr. Spacek's caring efforts enriched the lives of countless individuals, and it is altogether fitting that he be memorialized by this body; now, therefore, be it
