WHEREAS, Diversification is essential to promoting agricultural growth and prosperity in Texas, and the Texas Emu Association is playing a significant role in that regard; and


WHEREAS, The emu is not only a visually striking addition to the Texas landscape, but also a potential boon to the agricultural economy of the Lone Star State and it is indeed appropriate that its significance be acknowledged at this time; now, therefore, be it
