WHEREAS, After completing his military service, Mr. Macias embarked on a distinguished career in law enforcement, and he was a model officer who dutifully upheld the time‑honored oath of protecting and serving the people of Texas until retiring in 1978; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Macias was also actively involved in the Coast Guard Reserve and over a period of more than 20 years traveled to Houston once a month to inspect ships; and


WHEREAS, Following his retirement from the Dallas Police Department, Mr. Macias and his wife moved to Gun Barrel City; he was a parishioner of St. Jude Catholic Church, where he made a unique contribution playing harmonica at Spanish Mass; and


WHEREAS, With his leadership, diligence, and courage, Mr. Macias earned a special place in the hearts of countless people; and, although he is deeply missed, his bright spirit continues to live on in all those whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
