WHEREAS, After more than 20 years of exemplary service, he was named general counsel for the gas utility, and in 1971 he was elected chairman of the board; with leadership and dedication, he played an integral role in transforming Lone Star Gas Co. into a worldwide diversified energy company until his retirement in 1977; and


WHEREAS, In addition, this admirable gentleman served as a director of the Trinity River Authority for nine years and belonged to a number of professional organizations, such as the American Gas Association, the Interstate Natural Gas Association of America, and the American, Texas, and Dallas bar associations; and


WHEREAS, An active member of Mary, Queen of Heaven Catholic Church, Mr. Pitts also contributed his time and talents to the Star Harbor community as an attorney for the city and was a fourth‑degree Knight with the Knights of Columbus and a Paul Harris Fellow of the Malakoff Rotary Club; and


WHEREAS, Although he will be deeply missed, Mr. Pitts leaves behind a lasting legacy of achievement, and his extensive contributions to his community will not soon be forgotten; now, therefore, be it
