WHEREAS, His exceptional efforts have not gone unnoticed; Chief Tackett has earned much acclaim on the local and state levels, including a nomination for Outstanding Administrator in the Field of Campus Law Enforcement, designation as Employee of the Year in 1996 for his division, and receipt of the Sam Houston State University Award in 2000; he also was made a Paul Harris Fellow by the Rotary Club of Huntsville; and


WHEREAS, Since beginning his career in law enforcement, Chief Tackett has continually demonstrated the dedication and integrity essential for success in this esteemed profession; he has garnered the admiration of his colleagues for his tireless efforts and the gratitude of the residents and students under his protection for his diligence, and it is truly a privilege to honor him at this time; now, therefore, be it
