WHEREAS, Following service in the U.S. Army Air Force, Mr. Machos returned to Fort Worth, married his high school sweetheart, Alice, and began a printing business that has grown and prospered and will soon celebrate its 50th anniversary; not only has he inspired three of his sons to become part of the business, but he has also been a mentor to a number of other people who wanted to learn about printing; and


WHEREAS, In his commitment to his community and area youth, Mr. Machos was deeply influenced by his association with the Kiwanis Club of North Fort Worth and the Fort Worth Boys' Club; his mentors included leaders of the two organizations and he attended his first Kiwanis meeting as an 11‑year‑old guest; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Machos gives generously of his time and resources; he is a charter member and trustee of the Northwest/River Oaks Kiwanis Club, a member of the River Oaks Area Historical Society and the Knights of Columbus, and a member and past president of the River Oaks/Sansom Park Chamber of Commerce; and


WHEREAS, He is a past president of the St. Paul's Men's Club, Serra Club, Northwest Chamber of Commerce, and the Castleberry Athletic Booster Club, a former board member of the River Oaks YMCA Boys Club and St. Teresa Home, and he served on the 1999‑2000 Castleberry Independent School District budget committee; and


WHEREAS, Bob Machos continues to be a role model for the many individuals who know and admire him, and it is truly a privilege to join his family and friends in honoring him at this time; now, therefore, be it
