WHEREAS, In her position with Texas Health Resources, Ms. Jordan is responsible for stakeholder relationship management, government relations, community health and benefit, and the system diversity initiative for General Health Services; this corporation consists of the PrimaCare medical and occupational medicine centers, Southwest Diagnostic Imaging Center, Surgery Center Southwest, and Gamma Knife Southwest; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Jordan's expertise has been sought in many quarters; she has addressed the issue of health care reform in Congressional testimony and in appearances on public television's MacNeil‑Lehrer News Hour, served on the advisory committee to the director of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and held a seat on the Secretary's Council on Health Promotion and Disease Prevention with the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services; and
