WHEREAS, A former chairman of the American Council on Education, Dr. Jenifer was appointed by Governor George Bush to serve on the Texas Science and Technology Council,  and has also served with distinction in a number of educational and civic organizations; throughout his illustrious career, he has been accorded many accolades and has received numerous honorary degrees; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Jenifer's impressive record of service speaks volumes about his commitment to furthering education, and it is a privilege to commend him at this time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Dr. Franklyn G. Jenifer on his receipt of an Outstanding Texan Award for his contributions to the field of education by the Texas Legislative Black Caucus and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
