WHEREAS, During his exemplary tenure on the bench, he  was selected as Brazoria County Judge of the Year three times and became the presiding district judge; moreover, he has donated his talents and prodigious abilities to a wide range of professional organizations, including the Brazoria County Bar Association, Texas Bar Foundation, National District Attorney's Association, Texas Association for Court Administration, and the State Bar of Texas; and


WHEREAS, This dedicated public servant's diverse legal background also included service as assistant criminal district attorney of Brazoria County, assistant attorney general of Texas, and briefing attorney to the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals; and


WHEREAS, A lifelong resident of Brazoria County, Judge Bass has been actively involved in his community; the Brazoria County Boy's Club, Freeport Little League, Brazoria County Peace Officers Association, Texas A&M Century Club, Freeport Recreation Association, First Freeport United Methodist Church, and numerous others have all benefited from his experience and leadership; and


WHEREAS, Whether it be as a judge or through his many good works and deeds in his community, Judge Bass has strived to make a positive and lasting difference in the Lone Star State, and it is indeed most fitting to pay tribute to him at this time; now, therefore, be it
