WHEREAS, This civic‑minded gentleman was on the Winnsboro ISD Board of Directors for 13 years and was board president for 5 years, and he currently is a member of the Presbyterian Hospital Board; furthermore, he helped organize the Wood County National Bank in Quitman and served on its board from 1980 to 1999, and he currently serves on its advisory board; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Newton is planning to retire on June 30, 2001, and it is truly appropriate to take this opportunity to pay tribute to him for his decades of devotion to his profession and his community; now, therefore, be it
