WHEREAS, An avid sports enthusiast, Mr. Hull belonged to the Longhorn Foundation and was a season ticket holder who regularly attended Longhorn football, basketball, and baseball games; he was an excellent golfer and an outstanding cook, as well as a superb and gracious host who often treated his family and friends to lavish meals; and


WHEREAS, A loving father, a respected legislator and businessman, and a caring and generous friend to many, Cordell Hull enriched the lives of countless individuals and it is altogether fitting to honor his memory; now, therefore, be it
